(Substantial Equivalency)

The purpose of this communication is to keep state societies up to date on pending efforts to achieve a uniform national substantial equivalency standard. As we move toward a uniform approach to mobility, pertinent information will be distributed in a timely and updated manner.

Legislature Passes Mobility Bill and Becomes First State to Enact No Notification Substantial Equivalency in 2007

This morning (March 29th) the Tennessee House passed SB 443 which amends the state’s current substantial equivalency law to include “no notification” provisions. The bill passed the House by a vote of 96-0, and earlier this month passed the Senate by a vote of 30-0.  SB 443 will now be sent to Governor Phil Bredesen who is expected to sign it in the next couple weeks.
Upon the Governor’s approval of SB 443, Tennessee will become the first state in 2007 to enact newly proposed UAA provisions 23 (a) (1)-(3) which removes the notification requirement, and also subjects the licensee to automatic jurisdiction in the state.
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
